AIR EXPERIENCE FLIGHT: Approximately 20 minutes airtime in a microlight.  

This is especially suitable for a first trial lesson or as a pleasure flight and can be counted towards a pilot’s licence should you decide to take further lessons.  Gift Vouchers are available for these flights and come with an attractive coloured brochure and an information sheet.  The vouchers do not have an expiry date so are valid until redeemed, they are also transferable to another person.  The airfield has a visitor’s viewing and picnic area so your family can come along to watch your flight. You can take a camera with you in the aircraft providing it has a restraining strap.  Flying suits and two-way intercoms are provided........................... £45

FLYING INSTRUCTION PER HOUR: In accordance with the BMAA/CAA Approved Syllabus.

At this School you will receive flight training to the very professional standard that is expected of CAA Approved Flying Instructors.  However your rate of progress is dependent to a certain extent upon personal aptitude so we are not able to guarantee that you will achieve the required level of proficiency in the minimum dual airtime stated in the syllabus.  As per normal aviation practice your lessons are timed “brakes off” to taxi until “brakes on” after landing.  The price includes pre- and post-flight briefings plus aircraft familiarisation and safety checks.  This means that a one-hour flying lesson will take about 2 hours in total but you only pay “brakes off to brakes on”.  That is the lesson time that you record in your pilot logbook. The school operates flexwing and 3-axis training aircraft and these aircraft are available for your solo flying. Alternatively we can teach you in an aircraft provided by yourself so long as it is a suitable type with full dual controls.

Most student pilots pay by the hour after each lesson but if you wish to pre-pay for a flying course you can save about 5% on the total cost. In the event that extra dual tuition is needed it will be available to course purchasers at 5% less than the normal dual rate.

Basic NPPL Pilot Licence Course (Restricted): Exercises 1-17c, sixteen flying hours

Comprising eight hours dual, seven hours solo, a one hour General Flying Test, five NPPL examination papers and the NPPL application documentation. This course provides the minimum flying time for a basic NPPL. Holders of a basic NPPL are restricted to an 8 mile radius from their take off point. A basic NPPL can be de-restricted by completing a minimum of five hours navigation training, which must include two solo cross-country flights with outlandings.  The basic NPPL provides a convenient two-stage route to the unrestricted NPPL and in our opinion offers several training advantages together with benefits in cost and convenience

Full NPPL Pilot Licence Course (Unrestricted): Exercises 1-18, twenty-six flying hours

Split 15 hours dual and ten solo (or any combination to include a minimum of ten hours solo) and a one hour General Flying Test.  This course includes all elements of the Basic NPPL course plus navigation training.

PILOT NAVIGATION COURSE: Can be taken after qualifying for your Basic NPPL.

This Course comprises five hours airtime split approximately 2 hours dual - 3 hours solo and commences with a classroom tutorial covering flight planning and conventional pilot navigation techniques.  After that you will plan a cross-country flight with one or more outlandings and fly it with your instructor.  Subsequently you will plan and fly two solo cross-country flights over a triangular route with at least one outlanding on each flight. GPS sat-nav aids are not allowed on the aircraft during these flights. These are your Qualifying Cross-Country (QXC) flights and will entitle you to a Full PPL.  Please note that before you can be issued with a Full PPL you must have a minimum of 25 hours airtime including 10 hours solo. There is no time limit to convert a Basic to a Full PPL and many pilots choose to  a few extra flying hours on their Basic licence before converting.

Otherton Airfield location is six miles south of Stafford, N52’42.4” W002’05.25”:

Access from north M6 - Leave motorway at Junction 13. Follow A449 south through Penkridge.  Take left turn at mini-island (B5012) for Cannock. First right into Boscomoor Lane, after half mile over canal and under motorway. Gate 400 yards on left just before disused level crossing.

Access from south M6 - Leave motorway at Junction 12. Follow A5 east towards Cannock for about one mile, turn left opposite Four Crosses pub.  Continue to take all left turns for about 1 mile. First gate on right after going over disused level crossing.

Access from east A5 – Over Longford island (Macdonalds on left) then right at Four Crosses pub after approx half a mile. Then take all left turns for about one mile. First gate on right after going over disused level crossing.

Access from west A5 (or from south A449) – Left at Gailey island onto A449 then right turn at mini-island after one mile (B5012) for Cannock. First right into Boscomoor Lane, after half mile over canal and under motorway. Gate 400 yards on left just before disused level crossing.
